A. Israel and Palestine

As in formerly published textbooks, Palestine tdkesel's place as the sovereign state in the
region. Its territory covers not only the West Bamkl the Gaza Strip, but also pre-1967 Israeli
territory and regions and sites within Israel insitpre-1967 borders are presented as
Palestinian. Israel's establishment in 1948 is dedbtyoccupation”, which indicates the PA
non-recognition of its legitimacy. Israeli pre-19@&rritory is referred to as “the Lands of
1948". But side by side with these manifestatiohaam-recognition of Israel we find for the
first time in the history of PA schoolbooks publica the name of Israel on two maps and a
reference to Israeli pre-1967 territory as “Israel”

The name “Palestine” is originally Greek. It was stly used by the Greeks to denote the lands
where the ancient Philistines had used to livel88 CE it was introduced by the Roman
emperor Aelius Hadrian as the new name of the piamvithat had been called until then
“Judea”. The reason for this change was politicad|llowing the suppression of the Jews’ last
great revolt under Shimon Bar Kokhba against Ronudm between the years 132-135 CE. The
Romans then decided to wipe out the Jewish charattée country by changing its name and
by reestablishing Jerusalem as a Roman city urftename “Aelia Capitolina”. The following
text, taken from a PA history book for grade 1lempts to Arabize both the name and the
ancient Philistines (who were an Indo-European omtthat presumably immigrated to the
country from Crete around the 12entury BCE).

The Name “Palestine” [“Filastin” in Arabic]

There are a number of views regarding the origithefname “Palestine”:
The term is formed by two words $l8”, which means “crust” [actuallyfils”
means “scale”], andtin”, which means “soil’. The meaning of the combined
word thus becomes “the soil's crust” as an indaratio the practice of
agriculture by the inhabitants of this region.
Some say that the name “Palestine” is taken frama Word] ‘flsht’ or “plst’
meaning “peasant” or “tiller of the land’
[It is] related to the tribe of Philistia which egnated from the Arabian

Syria (Palestine), though there are others whotlsatythis name is related to
the tribe of Philistia which emigrated from the Bian Peninsula to the Island
of Crete and [later] settled in southern Palestine.
In dictionaries of the English language the termhiliBt” appears in the
meaning of a rude and unruly man. It probably confbto what appears in
God's words in the Holy Qur’an: “there are a gipebple in it [the land]” (al-
Ma’idah, 22).

B. Israel’'s Image

As in formerly published textbooks, Israel’'s im&gaholly negative. Israel is never presented
as a neighbor having its own legitimate rights antkrests, but rather as an occupier and a
source of evil inflicted by it on its Palestinianctims. Israel’'s primary sin is its very
establishment on Palestinian lands, which is cagrgid foreign occupation. As such it has full
responsibility for the 1948 war, although the Atle, including the Palestinians, was the one
who initiated that war in defiance of the UN Padit Resolution of 1947. The aftermath of the
war, namely, the seizure of more lands by Isrded, refugees’ flight and plight, Israel’s rule
over the Arab Palestinians of the 1948 lands, istall counted against it. Then the occupation
of 1967 and the policies pursued in the occupiesharare listed as well, followed by Israel's
incrimination as an entity perpetrating massacresd aassassinations. Some of these
descriptions, pieces of poetry in particular, cardgmonizing characteristics. It should be
noted, however, that the schoolbooks for gradealthpugh critical of Israel in many ways, do
not contain extremely emotive hateful feelingszaasbe found in earlier books and in books of
grade 12.

The refugee problem is presented as a result ofigigplanned expulsion operation. The

single Jew was left in the few localities occufigdhe Arabs in that war), is never discussed.

The Refugees
The Zionist forces used various methods in ordemipty the Palestinian lands of their original

inhabitants. Among these methods is the psychabgiarfare on the radio belonging to the
“Haganah” [Jewish clandestine organization duringndlatory times], which was airing
rumors, in addition to killing operations perpetditagainst the inhabitants of some cities and
villages, as happened in Deir Yassin, Tantura, byddd elsewhere, which brought about the
expulsion of about one million Palestinians to arigside Palestine and outside it, such as the
Gaza Strip, the West Bank, Jordan, Syria, Lebakgypt, Iraq and [other] various regions in
the world.

with facilities. The Israeli government enacted dasf which the most important one was the
Law of Return of 1950, which stipulated that thevg@f the world are entitled to immigrate to
occupied Palestine.

The Israeli government enacted in 1952 the Nauatidin Law, which grants Israeli citizenship
to the Jews who immigrate to Palestine and atdangestime imposed on the Palestinian Arabs
[within its territory] the acquisition of Israelitzenship. In spite of the acquisition of [Isrdeli
citizenship by the Palestinians they did not enfoy rights and privileges enjoyed by the Jews
in Israel and measures were taken against thenghwimited their freedom of disposal of
property, freedom of speech and organization ared fteedom of movement, work and
residence. It also intervened in the educationaticta in school and put restrictions on
municipalities and local councils in the Arab atend villages.

Israel employed the policy of violence in ordefdcce the Palestinian inhabitants to leave their
houses and lands. The best example for that ismassacre it perpetrated against the
Palestinian inhabitants in the village of Kafr Qaeson October 29,1956 at the eve of the
tripartite aggression against Egypt, of which thenber of victims reached 49 Palestinians
from among the village inhabitants.

The
Custodian of Absentees’ Property has been entrusidd the mission of
guarding the absentees’ property until the retdrtheir owners.

Israeli Economic Policy in the Occupied Territories

Israeli authorities strove to make Palestinian econsubsidiary to their own economy through
their control over the Palestinian economic and d&umnesources such as land, capital,
consumption market and labor.

Why did Israel strive to make Palestinian economyeshdent on it?
[Israel] carried out this policy in the followingefds:

The Agricultural Sector

It [Israel] confiscated vast tracts of agricultulahds and took control of water [resources]. It
also closed the Israeli market to Palestinian afitical production with a view to protecting its
own agricultural products.

The Industrial Sector

High taxes were imposed on local manufactured gsadh as Value Added Tax. The absence
of government subsidies and investments in thesBai@n industrial sector did not enable
Palestinian industry compete with Israeli industwhich led to the closure of some Arab
factories.

Value Added TaxA tax imposed by the occupation authorities ote§taian manufactured
goods at the rate of 17% of the goods’ value. [tliap to all commercial transactions and

Commerce

Palestinian exported goods to Israeli markets setely goods manufactured on the basis of
contracting arrangements with Israeli firms, sushckothes, leather manufactured goods and
some construction materials. The Israeli autharitiere controlling the issuance of import and
export permits and imposed high customs rates.

18 VAT was introduced into Israeli economy in the @8and by no means was it imposed on
Palestinians alone. Its present rate is 15.5%.

On June 23, 2002 Israel announced the beginningeotonstruction of a wall 600-1,000 km

long and 7-8 m high to separate between the lafhd948 and the lands of 1967. But it

swallowed up vast tracts of lands in the West bamit the Gaza Strip. This is what is called
“the Racist Separation Wall”. In spite of the walillegality according to the International

Court of Justice’s decision on 9.7.2004 and the ateinthat Israel remove it, the Israeli

government still continues its construction. [Soraéthe most important impacts of the wall

are the seizure of Palestinian lands and their elisberment in most of its parts, not to mention
the existence of some 274 thousand Palestinians livhoin towns and villages in areas

enclosed between the wall and the Green Line.

The poverty phenomenon in Palestine has been amjgdhwvith the consecutive political
catastrophes, which the Palestinian people hasgsgd since the middle of the last century
until the beginning of the present century. Itsrphass has increased in latest years with the
rise of the arbitrary measures taken by Israelupation authorities.

The Reasons for Poverty in Palestine

[Some] of the reasons which have contributed tcatigravation of poverty in Palestine [are as

3. Treating the Palestinians who remained in their élamd as if they were minorities
and denying them a national title with the acconypancollective rights. Racist terms
are still used to this day in reference to themhsag ‘the Arabs of Israel” or “the Arab
sector in Israel”.

4. Controlling lands and enacting laws which acconfptisat, among which [are]: The
Absentee Property Law of 1950, the Israel Fund b&@953, etc. in order to regulate
the operations of forced confiscation of properfytlle absentee Palestinians and
transfer its ownership to Jews. The consecutivaelsigovernments since 1948 up to
this day have refused to open the file of the Riales absentees’ property. This policy




continued following the occupation of the Palestimterritories in 1967 and it resorted
to a series of measures of which the goal is sthemgng racial discrimination:

A. Confiscating lands and establishing Jewish setthésnen them.

B. Constructing roads, which cut the Palestiniantmigs and the use of which is
restricted to the settlers under the protectiothefisraeli occupation forces.
Occupying Jerusalem and annexing it to Israel.

Demolishing houses and destroying property.

Imposing the siege, as well as the policy of clgdime Palestinian territories
for long periods, dismembering them by separathmg \West Bank from the
Gaza Strip, the attempt to close the Gaza Strigpr dfte Israeli unilateral
withdrawal from it — which now takes place, andatirey a sterile area under
security pretexts. The Palestinian cities and gélahave become very similar
to the Bantustar®, having been encircled by [Jewish] settlements amips
of the occupation forces.

Seizing control of water resources and deprivirggRhalestinians of their use.

Israel's Role in the Conflict over the Nile’'s Water

Following the war of 1967 and its seizing contrbBmnai Israel dug wells close to the Egyptian
border. Egyptian engineers confirmed that Israed w&ealing ground water from Sinai in a
depth of 800 meter below ground surface.

An Israeli engineer called Elisha’ Kali proposedraject in 1974 for bringing the Nile’s water
to Israel and published it under the title “WatéPeace”. It aimed at widening the Ismailiyyah
[fresh water] Canal in order to increase the fldwvater in it in preparation for its transfer to
the [Israel] Negev region to irrigate 2.16 millicsiununs®™ in order to absorb Jewish
immigrants.

Against this background Israel's interest in Etlmopeems special, for Ethiopia is the fountain
of the Nile River's water, on the one hand, andriast important African state as far as Israel
is concerned security-wise, on the other hands it [[Ethiopia], which secures for it [Israel] a
foothold on the [shores of the] Red Sea, as wetloasrol over it and control of its northern and
southern entrances.
